About: Gamelan gong kebyar was first 

documented to exist in North Bali in the early 

1900s. The first public performance was in 

December 1915 at a gamelan gong competition 

in Jagaraga, North Bali.  It is a style or genre of 

Balinese gamelan music of Indonesia. Kebyar 

means "to flare up or burst open", and refers to 

the explosive changes in tempo and dynamics 

which are characteristic of the style.
